Dear All,

Grace Episcopal Church is a happening place! Let’'s begin with the progress to
date on the Memorial Garden. The stone pathway will be complete by 10/26. At that
time the next steps will be implemented weather permitting. Those include modifying
the asphalt at the entrance to the garden, some planting of trees, and modifying
existing shrubbery. The perennial beds, stonework, and lighting will come next spring.

Because of scheduling the above work, our goal of surfacing the parking lot this
fall has been rescheduled for next spring. We learned that to do it this late in the
season is ineffective and would require another coating possibly as early as next year,
thus the decision.

Our Vestry completed a study of the book “Creating Generous Congregations.”
There were great discussions, examinations of how we got to where we are, and
guestions as to “what next?” To answer that question we are now consulting with
Kristine Miller at the Diocese for direction. Kristine is the Director of Stewardship and
Planned Giving.

Based on Kristine’s suggestion we will be scheduling a parish wide meeting for
“Visioning” in January or February. The meeting will last about four hours and works
best around a Saturday morning or Sunday afternoon — both with a meal included.
Once we have the details we will let you know.

As of this writing we are three days away from our annual Diocesan Convention.
This is an opportunity for all Episcopalians in southeast Michigan to come together and
shape our direction, influence our leaders, and grow in friendship. If you have never
attended a convention — | urge you to do so in the future. This year’s speaker at the
dinner will be our Presiding Bishop, Katharine Jefferts Schori.

Another change for Grace is that we will be adding a weekday Eucharist starting
in November — probably on Wednesdays at noon. This helps some of our parishioners
that can’t make it here Sunday and have to rely on public transportation. Once we see
how the service shapes up we will then incorporate a meal. We will use Sam Portaro’s
book Brightest and Best (Fr. Davinich has book) for discussion.

As of this writing the Rummage Sale proceeds have exceeded $1,200! This is a
great event that brings in a tidy profit. A big thanks is in order to all those who
participated by volunteering their time and those that donated rummage.

The survey conducted by Urban Engineers of Grace’s property showed that
none of our neighbors have encroached on our property. The lines are now clearly
marked with fluorescent stakes at the four corners. This is good news.
