October 2008 

 
Finally - it has happened; the parking lot will has been repaired, resurfaced, and the 

lines painted.  We still will be expanding the number of handicapped spots to 
accommodate our needs (at present there is only one but soon there will be four).  The 
City of Southgate will finish pouring the sidewalk by the street then the contractor will come 
and coat the lot to the street. 

 
Our program year began on Sept. 7th with our Children’s programs and Choir.  If 

there are any children from outside the parish (grandkids, nieces, nephews, and friends) 
that you’d like to bring on a Sunday please do.  Perhaps a good place to start would be to 
bring the children on the 4th Sunday of each month when we celebrate Children’s Sunday 
at 10 am.  Have you noticed that our Choir has ten members – now that is exciting!!! 

 
By now all of you on our mailing list will have received our new Ministry focused 

budget and goals for 2009.  This represents a sharp departure from the normal 
methodology that Grace has taken in the past.  Take some time and explore the whole 
booklet to see what we came up with, where we think our future will be, and how we 
envision getting there.  There will be several talks (Vicki and Caroline) at sermon time 
during the month of October to relate their personal stewardship stories.   

 
E-Giving is off to a slow start however that is the norm from what other clergy have 

told us.  I encourage all of you that wish to use online payment systems to explore E-giving 
as an option.  There are instruction sheets on the back of every Sunday’s bulletin 
explaining how to sign-up.  There are many advantages to a parishioner as well as Grace 
for using E-Giving such as accurate record keeping, expanded opportunities for giving that 
are not present on our current envelope design, and advance scheduling in a variety of 
different formats to cover every situation possible.  Please do explore this option.  

 
During September’s Vestry meeting we began in earnest talking about openings on 

next year’s Vestry.  This year’s graduating class is our current Senior Warden Sue Natale, 
our Junior Warden Jerry Pesci, and our Educational Representative Betsy Krause.  If you’d 
like to be involved in Vestry please see Fr. George, Sue, Jerry, or Betsy.  In the near future 
we will be reviewing the licensing of Lay Eucharistic Ministers and Visitors.  These are 
exciting opportunities to carry Christ to others as you represent Grace.  See Fr. George for 
additional information.   

 
It has been another incredibly busy month here at Grace – a big thanks to all of you 

that work behind the scenes to keep Grace running.  We said good-bye to the Goddard’s 
for the winter and look for their return in the spring.
