Rector’s Report for 2008 
�� Worship  
 

o During the year we incorporated 7 different Eucharistic Prayers into our 
worship.  This included 2 forms from Enriching our Worship and 1 from 
the Iona  Community.   

o Hymn Sing is routine on the 2nd Sunday of each month. 
o Contemporary Music is on the 3rd Sunday of each month with Healing 

offered during the Eucharist. 
o Children’s service is on the 4th Sunday of each month.  This service is 

a shining star for Grace and has developed nicely with good potential 
for further development.  Credit goes to Virginia Campey, Suzanne 
Argenta, and Jane Wallace for shepherding the growth of this service 
along with Grace’s Children who have been “SUPER”. 

o Wednesday’s noon Eucharist continues.  Attendance is sporadic, 
usually low, but the service is important for those attending. 

o In October we held a Blessing of the Animals  and had 23 people attend 
with many dogs receiving blessings.  

o Colleen Lough preached and led Morning Prayer on selected Sundays 
throughout the year. 

o Kristine Miller (Bishop’s Representative) paid a visit in November along 
with Rev. Lisa Gray (Canon to the Ordinary).  Lisa led worship and 
both attended the November Vestry Meeting. 

 
�� Funerals, Baptisms, Confirmations, Receptions, Reaffirmations, and Marriages. 
 

o Grace recorded 7 funerals this year.  These included John McClain, 
Winifred Robinson, Thomas Kucharek, Irma Burke, Charlotte Butz, 
Robert Zuckerman, and Eugene Chambers. 

o There were two baptisms during the year: Keegan Luellen and Pamela 
Bradford. 

o Robert Bayn and K.C. Martin were Confirmed, Ricky Yost and Sandra 
Guernsey were Received, and Anna Blasdel was Reaffirmed. 

o There were no marriages at Grace during 2008 however I performed 
two outside of the parish, assisted in a third, and blessed the marriage 
of Betsy and Rick Krause. 

 
�� Lenten Programs and other offerings 

 
o The Lenten program on Wednesday evenings consisted of watching 

several movies of theological relevance followed by spirited 
discussions. 

o There was an observance of a Seder Meal at the beginning of Holy 
Week, A Maundy Thursday service, one Good Friday service at noon, 
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followed by an Easter Vigil early Sunday morning and the traditional 
two services on Easter Sunday.   

o Annual Parish Picnic was held in July. 
o 2nd Anniversary Party for my coming to Grace – a fabulous event that 

was well appreciated – thank you one and all. 
o There were numerous events sponsored by the Special Events 

Committee that were well attended.  See committee reports. 
 
�� Capital Campaign, building, and property improvements. 

o The Capital Campaign funds were applied as follows: 
�� The Memorial Garden renovation (see committee report) 
�� Resurfacing the parking lot – completed in 2008 

o Property improvements and purchases included 
�� Removal of several trees from property. 
�� Installation of flagpole in front yard. (Many thanks to Dave Yost). 
�� Creation of Library – see Junior Warden’s report 
�� Cleaning and organizing of all classrooms. 
�� Mowing of backyard by Lee Sova aided by Robert Orr’s 

mechanical abilities in keeping our equipment running. 
o Advertising 

�� Grace continues to use our Website to promote activities and 
opportunities. 

�� Grace continues to advertise on all the coffee mugs at Arthur’s 
Family Restaurant. 

 
�� Financial, Stewardship, and Accounting Highlights 
 

o Grace established E-Giving during the year. 
o Grace satisfactorily resolved its 501-c3 tax-exempt status problem.  
o Grace purchased new accounting software (QuickBooks for Non-

Profits) to better serve the needs of the parish now and in the future.  
Vicki Gunnell is instrumental in all phases of this. 

o The Parish and Vestry participated in a yearlong process of examining 
Grace’s history, exploring our future, and developing a Ministry 
Focused budget.  Our Diocesan consultant Kristine Miller was 
instrumental in helping us.  As a result there are 33% more pledges (45 
versus 30) for 2009 than previous year. 

o There were two outstanding Rummage Sales this year that contributed 
significantly to the budget. 

 
2008 was a time of change, challenge, and continued opportunity.  This coming 
year promises more of the same.  Stay tuned as Grace moves into the future!
