Rector’s Report:

Rev Danivich discussed basic ministry activity hgesar (4 funerals, 2 weddings, 4 confirmationsafittsm). He
reported new and continuing activities for gengraiship, an extensive Lenten educational and wprgtogram,
continued advertising and a successful stewardsrigpaign.

He cautioned that the General Fund was in a shigptiaition at the end of calendar year 2009. Tkmeases in excess
of income were made up from withdrawals from th@i@é Improvement Fund. One of our key pledge mensibe
whose donation made up 20-25% of all pledges, togged contributing to Grace. The amount giverhtoGapital
Improvement Fund last year was approximately thewarhof the shortfall. Rev Danivich and the Vegirgpose for
calendar year 2010, in lieu of additions to thei@&pmprovement Fund, all pledges and donatiorksgui to the
General Fund. Members should continue their lefebt@al giving, but all monies will be directed tioee General Fund
so we can avoid withdrawing money from the Cagitgirovement Fund just to meet operating expenses.
